Call to order:  meeting was called to order at 10:00am
This special meeting was called for the Board to review and vote to approve local upgrade approval requests required to install new Title V compliant replacement septic systems at The Weathervane Tavern and adjacent residence, both located at 85 Railroad Ave.
Background: (from 2/27 meeting minutes) 
Discussion of septic repair of Weathervane rest. - Dan Johnson; a truck has fallen through the system and repair is required - a pressure distribution leaching field is proposed and was approved by Greg Bernard (Septic inspector, Town of Hamilton) pending abutter notification.  Special BOH meeting, Monday, March 11, 2024, 10am to further discuss.
Abutters were notified via Certified Mail and given the opportunity to attend the meeting and speak, No abutters responded. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Motion: Accept and approve all local upgrade requests (listed below) for restaurant and residence so system can be replaced. Each individual request as listed below was approved unanimously. 
Restaurant
1. Request variance to reduce the offset from the edge of the leaching area to the property line (closest point) from 10 feet to 1 foot, 310 CMR 15.211 and 15.405 (1) (a).
2. Request variance to reduce the offset from the edge of the 2000 gallon grease trap to the property line from 10 feet to 5 feet, 310 CMR 15.211 and 15.405 (1) (b).
3. Request variance to reduce the offset from the edge of the 2000 gallon pump chamber to the property line from 10 feet to 5 feet, 310 CMR 15.211 and 15.405 (1) (b).
4. Request variance to reduce the offset from the edge of the 2000 gallon grease trap and 3500 gallon septic tank to the foundation wall from 10 feet to 5 feet and 3 feet, respectively, 310 CMR 15.211 and 15.405 (1) (b.)

5. Request variance to reduce the offset from the edge of the leaching area to the foundation wall from 20 feet to 11 feet, 310 CMR 15.211 and 15.405 (1) (b).
6. Request variance to reduce the amount of test pits within the proposed leaching area to be reduced from 2 to 1, 310 CMR 15.102 (2) and 15.405 (1) (k).

Residence
1.  Request variance to reduce the offset from the edge of the leaching area to the property line (closest point) from 10 feet to 2 feet, 310 CMR 15.211 and 15.405 (1) (a).
2. Request variance to reduce the offset from the edge of the 1500 gallon septic tank to the foundation wall of the house and restaurant, respectively,  from 10 feet to 2 feet, and 5 feet, respectively, 310 CMR 15.211 and 15.405 (1) (b).
3.  Request variance to reduce the offset from the edge of the leaching area to the foundation wall from 20 feet to 2.5 feet, 310 CMR 15.211 and 15.405 (1) (b).
4. Request variance to reduce the amount of test pits within the proposed leaching area to be reduced from 2 to 1, 310 CMR 15.102 (2) and 15.405 (1) (k).
5. Request variance to reduce the size of the leaching area by approximately 20% (25% maximum allowed) from 446 SF to 360 SF, 310 CMR 15.203 (2) and 15.405 (1) (c).
As a condition of approval, a signed Operation and Maintenance contract for the Microfast system and the Pressure Distribution Field must be submitted to the Board of Health office before a Certificate of Compliance is issued.
